In 2006 alone, Washington State had 49,980 reported cases of domestic violence.  In the past ten years, 359 people in Washington were murdered by their abuser.  The Covington Domestic Violence Task Force (CDVTF) is actively working in our community to heighten awareness and support victims of domestic violence. We are asking that you help honor those who have lost their lives and send the strong message that “Domestic Violence Has No Place in Our Community”.
